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New study delves into what makes a great leader

According to a new study by Dina Krasikova, assistant professor of management
at The University of Texas at San Antonio (UTSA), the key to a successful,
creative leader is confidence. Krasikova, an expert in leadership, took a closer look
at the modern workplace and noted that many factors lead to a productive, well-led
team.

"Creativity i1s valued in many organizations, especially places like Google,
which is all about creative products,” Krasikova said. "In any type of organization,
a leader is meant to come up with useful, novel ideas. Naturally, employees carry
that responsibility as well."

Her top-tier research on leadership showed that ineffective or abusive leaders
will create stressful situations for their employees by humiliating them in front of
others, playing favorites or not giving their subordinates proper credit for their
work.

"When you feel stressed, you feel helpless and your productivity and creativity
is diminished," she said. "Many times this originates with the leader. For example,
you might come to work unsure of what you're supposed to be doing because you
get conflicting expectations from your direct supervisor or your boss. The solution
is clear roles and communication."

Since her field, academia, is so focused on being creative with research, she and
her colleagues Lei Huang of Auburn University and Dong Liu of the Georgia
Institute of Technology, decided to explore what makes a creative leader so
effective.

"When leaders feel confident that they can produce creative outcomes, their
subordinates become more creative," she said. "It's that simple. But how do you
create that environment in the first place?"

Usually, creative leaders have the proper experience to fuel their ideas. As a
result, they're more confident. Also, leaders become more confident in their
creativity when it is recognized by upper-level management. But what surprised
Krasikova is that a leader's creativity and confidence is contagious.

"A factor in this is the power of positive thinking," she said. "Leaders can imbue
their subordinates with confidence and creativity just by setting an example
themselves."

Krasikova also stressed the importance of high-quality interpersonal
relationships between leaders and subordinates, with an emphasis on trust, loyalty
and mutual professional respect.

"When a confident, creative leader also has good relationship with subordinates,
it has even a stronger impact on subordinates' creativity," she said. "Creativity
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flourishes in supportive environments where leaders and subordinates have good
interpersonal relationships. In such environments, subordinates will go an extra
mile for a leader without expecting anything in return because they have a good
relationship. They can depend on each other, because they trust each other."

However, when a leader is not confident or creative, there's a trickle-down effect
and employees feel less confident in their own abilities to be creative.

Krasikova hopes that her research will help employers hire leaders not just with
proper experience, but who are also confident and have the ability to form strong,
positive working relationships.

"Leadership is a very complex phenomenon," she said. "It's not about whether
leaders are born or made, it's about how they use their skills once they get into that
position."

Outlets' effect on spending in retailers' other stores

A researcher has investigated how adoption of a retailer’s factory outlet channel
affected customers’ spending in the retailer’s traditional retail store channel.
More customers are turning to this lower-quality, lower-price channel, and one
UT Dallas researcher wanted to know how shopping at outlet stores influences
customer behavior at retail stores.

Dr. Gonca Soysal, an assistant professor of marketing in the Naveen Jindal
School of Management, investigated how adoption of a retailer's factory outlet
channel affected customers' spending in the retailer's traditional retail store
channel.

"When retailers introduce these lower-quality, lower-price channels, they worry
about something called cannibalization: when customers switch away from the
more expensive channel and then replace their purchases with purchases from the
cheaper channel," Soysal said. "We wanted to see if that was the case or if
something positive would come out of introducing an outlet channel."

Retailers also worry about brand dilution, which is when customers experience a
product at a lower quality and a lower price point and reduce their valuation of the
brand, Soysal said.

For the study, published in Management Science, the researchers examined data
from a leading specialty apparel retailer with more than 400 retail stores and 100
exclusively sourced outlet stores.

The study did not find evidence of cannibalization or brand dilution. The
researchers were surprised to learn that once customers adopted the outlet channel,
they started spending even more at the retail stores.
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The researchers also found that customers who adopted the outlet channel made
more frequent purchases at the retail stores, but did not spend more per purchase
occasion.

Although they did not focus on an explanation for these findings in this paper,
the authors argue that it might be a product of customer learning.

"If there's a price-sensitive customer who is not very experienced with the
retailer, they might come in and experiment with the brand at the outlet channel,"
Soysal said. "Since the products have similar designs and similar fits across the
channels, once they gain experience with the brand, they might feel more
comfortable purchasing more from the higher-priced channel."

Soysal said the study strongly suggests that retailers should not be scared to
expand into dual distribution with higher-quality, higher-price retail stores and
lower-quality, lower-price outlet stores. The strategy enables the retailer to
segment its customers successfully and generates a large positive spillover from
the outlet channel to the retail store channel.

"The study clearly shows that when positioned properly, outlet channels can
bring in not only incremental dollars -- from customers who would otherwise not
buy from the regular retail stores -- but it also serves as an entry point for certain
kinds of customers," Soysal said. "When managed well, this is a good strategy."

Angebot und Nachfrage ist das Prinzip des Wettbewerbs. Es sorgt dhnlich wie
beim Sport fiir stindige Leistungssteigerung. Das ist fiir die Anbieter oft
unbequem, aber fiir die Kunden ein Segen.

Wenn der erste Spargel oder die ersten Erdbeeren auf den Markt kommen, aber
zunichts nur wenige Héndler sie anbieten und viele Kdufer sich mit Hunger auf
diese langentbehrten Geniisse stiirzen, haben die fixen Anbieter -einen
Wettbewerbsvorteil. Denn weil die Produkte knapp und begehrt sind, lassen sie
sich zu guten Preisen verkaufen.

Natiirlich haben die Konkurenten beobachtet, wie gut das Geschift am Stand
nebenan gelaufen ist. Deshalb werden sie versuchen, sich flir den nédchsten Tag
ebenfalls Spargel oder Erbeeren zu beschaffen. Dadurch wird das Angebot grof3er.
Um die groBere Menge zu verkaufen, miissen die Preise sinken. Denn nur so
konnen mehr Kéufer angelockt werden Kunden, denen der Spargel bisher noch zu
teuer war. Das geht so lange weiter, bis die Hindler merken, dass sie den vielen
Spargel, den sie eingekauft haben, nur noch bei kriftigen Preissenkungen
loswerden. Damit konnen sie vielleicht auch noch einige von Verbrauchern
gewinnen, die nicht so scharf auf dieses Gemiise sind.

Dass es in einer Marktwirtschaft
ein so umfassendes Giiterangebot, keine dauerhaften Versorgungsméngel und
immer wieder Qualititsverbesserung gibt, ldsst sich auf die Anwendung von zwei
im Grunde simplen Prinzipien zuriickfiihren: Auf den Wettbewerb zwischen
verschiedenen Anbietern sowie darauf, dass Angebot und Nachfrage den Preis
bestimmen, der wiederum die Produzenten zur Steigerung oder Einschrankung der
Produktion veranlasst- und die Kunden zum Kauf oder Verzicht auf die Produkte.

Noch ,lupenreiner" als auf einem Wochenmarkt funktioniert das Prinzip von
Angebot und Nachfrage in einem Bereich der Wirtschaft, der auf den ersten Blick
viel komplizierter erscheint ndhmlich bei der Borse. Denn wihrend auf dem
Gemiisemarkt immer kleine Qualitdatsunterschiede zwischen den Kartoffeln oder
Apfel bestehen, die der Bauer A und der Bauer B anbieten und sich auch nicht jede
Hausfrau die Miihe macht, alle Preise und Qualitidten zu vergleichen, ist jede Aktie
von BMW, Hoechst oder IBM so gut wie alle anderen dieses Unternehmens.
Deshalb hingt der Preis (hier Kurs genannt) allein von Angebot und Nachfrage ab.
Wenn viele Sparer auf Grund guter Nachrichten aus der Wirtschaft auf Gedanken
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kommen, Aktien von Siemens, Thyssen, VW oder BASF zu kaufen, aber nur
wenige verkaufen wollen, die Makler nach dem Kurs, bei dem sich Angebot und
Nachfrage ausgleichen: je hoher er ist, um so weniger Interessenten wollen noch
kaufen. Aber um so mehr Aktienbesitzer entschlieBen sich, zu verkaufen. An
einem bestimmten Punkt treffen sich die Vorstellungen beider Gruppen. Das ist
dann der Kurs (der Preis) dieser Aktie an diesem Tag.

Natiirlich funktioniert dies nicht auf allen Mérkten immer so reibungslos, so
tibersichtlich und ohne Verzogerung. Wenn als Folge schlechter Witterung nur
geringe Mengen Spargel geerntet werden, bleiben die Preise hoch und die
Verbraucher halten sich zuriick. Die Importeure werden dariiber nachdenken, ob
sie Spargel aus Spanien oder gar Stidamerika holen, und die Bauern werden fiir die
kommende Ernte die Anbaufldachen vergrofern.
